The environmental performance of the company is calculated as potential impact on the category indicators. The characterized results are produced by multiplying the value of each input and output with the characterisation factor for each potentially affected indicator. As an example, the emissions of CO2 potentially affects the category indicators “GWP”, “Crop” and “Wood”, and the total output of CO2 is thus multiplied with three different characterisation factors. The potential impacts from each input and output are then added to get the sum for each category indicator. The weighted results are produced by multiplying the characterized results with the weighting factor.
